We will  
need to officially add the motion addressing scholarships from January stating  
request must be made in writing and will have to qualify based on same financial  
need scale used for free hot lunch programs.  The issue of students expelled from  
the school system and how the Recreation Department will handle dealing  



with any student enrolled in a Recreation program will also need to be addressed  
and updated. The discussion was reopened and a policy was presented.  The  
emphasis is on safety of our programs and all individuals involved in these  
programs. The Department has no way of knowing what a particular student may  
be expelled for and the parent doesn’t have to disclose this information. It is  
difficult to assess these instances to evaluate safety.  This discussion was 
prompted by a parent request to accommodate a change in pick up of a student 
expelled from the Academy participating in one of the Recreation programs. The 
request was granted for this year.  Bill motioned on an expulsion policy that states 
if a student is expelled from school, they will also be expelled from Recreation 
programs. Lisa seconded and all were in favor.  
 
 

5. Program Ideas – Karen introduced a Scarecrow Contest on the South Common for 
next October and a Mystery Story Reading and Family Pumpkin carving event to 
possibly be held at Roseland Cottage in late October.
