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Section 1

Title and Authority

The inland wetlands and watercourses of tage$if Connecticut are an indispensable and
irreplaceable but fragile natural resource withahihthe citizens of the state have been endowed.
The wetlands and watercourses are an interrelagbdofnature essential to an adequate supply
of surface and underground water; to hydrologitatiity and control of flooding and erosion; to
the recharging and purification of groundwater; mthe existence of many forms of animal,
aquatic and plant life. Many inland wetlands aradexcourses have been destroyed or are in
danger of destruction because of unregulated usedspn of the deposition, filling or removal of
material, the diversion or obstruction of watemfldhe erection of structures and other uses, all
of which have despoiled, polluted and eliminatedawels and watercourses. Such unregulated
activity has had, and will continue to have, a gigant, adverse impact on the environment and
ecology of the state of Connecticut and has anidcasitinue to imperil the quality of the
environment thus adversely affecting the ecolog®anic, historic and recreational values and
benefits of the state for its citizens now and ¥eremore. The preservation and protection of the
wetlands and watercourses from random, unnecessadgsirable and unregulated uses,
disturbance or destruction is in the public inteeexl is essential to the health, welfare and pafet
of the citizens of the statelt is, therefore, the purpose of these regulattorgrotect the citizens

of the state by making provisions for the protattioreservation, maintenance and use of the
inland wetlands and watercourses by minimizingrtbeturbance and pollution; maintaining

and improving water quality in accordance with tighest standards set by federal, state or local
authority; preventing damage from erosion, turlidit siltation; preventing loss of fish and

other beneficial aquatic organisms, wildlife ange&tion and the destruction of the natural
habitats thereof; deterring and inhibiting the damgf flood and pollution; protecting the quality
of wetlands and watercourses for their conservagoonomic, aesthetic, recreational and other
public and private uses and values; and protethiegtates potable fresh water supplies from the
dangers of drought, overdraft, pollution, misusd amismanagement by providing an orderly
process to balance the need for the economic grofatie state and the use of its land with the
need to protect its environment and ecology in iotaléorever guarantee to the people of the
state, the safety of such natural resources far ble@efit and enjoymerend for the benefit and
enjoyment of generations yet unborn.

These regulations shakk known as the “Inland Wetlands and WatercoursggiRtions of the
Town of Woodstock.”

The Woodstock Inland Wetlands and Watensss Agency of the Town of Woodstock was
established in accordance with an ordinance add@éi, and shall implement tperposes and
provisions of these regulations and the Inland ¥kt and Watercourses Act in the Town of
Woodstock.

These regulations have been adopted agdmamended, from time to time, in accordanch wit
the provisions of the Inland Wetlands and WatersesiiAct and these regulations.

The Agency shall enforce the Inland Wedls and Watercourses Act and shall issue,
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with terms, conditions, limitations or modificatgror deny permits for all regulated activities in
the Town of Woodstock pursuant to sections 22aa3®8-45, inclusive, of the Connecticut
General Statutes, as amended.

Town of Woodstock, Inland Wetlands and WatercoursefRegulations

Section 2

Definitions

2.1 As used in these regulations:

“Abutter” means any person whose property adjoins, or istiireacross a street, right-of-way,
watercourse, or other water body from the land undasideration by the Agency. A property
owner cannot be his/her own abutter for the purpbsmtification. For the purposes of receipt
of notification of a hearing, in the case of antéibhg property being under a condominium or
other collective form of ownership, the term abutteeans the officers of the collective or
association. The names of all abutters, for puepad notification, shall be obtained from the
Town Tax List as it exists in the Town offices.

“Act” means the Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Aatfpas 22a-36 through 22a-45,
inclusive, of the Connecticut General Statutegmsnded.

“Agency” means the Woodstock Inland Wetlands and Wateresukgency of the Town of
Woodstock.

“Agriculture " shall be consistent with the definition as notedection 1-1(q) of the
Connecticut General Statutes. (see “farming”)

“Bogs” are watercourses distinguished by evergreen aémreegshrubs underlain by peat
deposits, poor or very poor drainage, and highigiaconditions.

“Clear-cutting” means the harvest of timber in a fashion which rerea@ll trees down to a
two inch diameter at breast height.

“Commissioner of Environmental Protection” means the commissioner of the State of
Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection.

“Conservation Restriction” means a limitation, whether or not stated in threnfof a
restriction, easement, covenant or conditiomny deed, will or other instrument
executed by or on behalf of the owner of the ldescribed therein, including, but not
limited to, the state or any political subdivisiof the state, or any order of taking such
land whose purpose is to retain land or watesisapeedominantly in their natural, scenic
or open condition or in agricultural, farmingrést or open space use.

“Continual flow” means a flow of water which persists for an exéehgeriod of time; this
flow may be interrupted during periods of droughtiaring the low flow period of the
annual hydrological cycle, June through Septentgrit recurs in prolonged succession.

“Date of Receipt (petition, application, request or appeal) metiniesday of the next regularly
scheduled meeting of the Agency, immediately follmthe day of submission to the Agency or
its agent of such petition, application, requestmpeal or thirty-five (35) days after such
submission, whichever is sooner.
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“Deposit” includes, but shall not be limited to fill, gradkymp, place, discharge, or emit.

“Discharge” means emission of any water, substance, or mhit@eavaters of the state
whether or not such substance causes pollution.

“Essential to the farming operation” means that the proposed activity is necessary and
indispensable to sustain farming activities onféren.

“Farming” shall be consistent with the definition as notedection 1-1(q) of the Connecticut
General Statutes. (see “Agriculture”)

“Feasiblé means able to be constructed or implemented stargiwith sound engineering
principles.

“Licens€ means the whole or any part of any permit, ciedie of approval or similar form
of permission which may be required of any perspthe provisions of sections 22a-36 to
22a-45, inclusive.

“Management practice” means a practice, procedure, activity, structréacility designed

to prevent or minimize pollution or other environmed damage or to maintain or enhance
existing environmental quality. Such managemeacttxes include, but are not limited to:
erosion and sedimentation controls; restrictiontaod use or development; construction
setbacks from wetlands or watercourses; propeod@f waste materials; procedures for
equipment maintenance to prevent fuel spillagestantion methods to prevent flooding

or disturbance of wetlands and watercourses; puzesdor maintaining continuous stream
flows; confining construction that must take platevatercourses to times when water flows
are low and fish and wildlife will not be adversealffected.

“Marshes” are watercourses that are distinguished by thenabsaf trees and shrubs and
the dominance of soft-stemmed herbaceous planesweler table in marshes is at or above
the ground surface throughout the year and areapesf water six inches or more in depth
are common, but seasonal water table fluctuatiomg@countered.

“Material” means any substance, solid or liquid, organinorganic, including but not
limited to soil, sediment, aggregate, land, graskely, bog, mud, debris, sand, refuse or
waste.

“Municipality” means the Town of Woodstock.
“Nurseries” means places where plants are grown for salesptamting, or experimentation.
“Permit” see “license”

“Permittee” means the person to whom a license has been issued

“Person” means any person, firm, partnership, associatiamoration, limited liability
company, company, organization, or legal entitarf kind, including municipal corporations,
governmental agencies or subdivisions thereof.
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“Pollution” means harmful thermal effect or the contaminatiorendering unclean or
impure of any waters of the state by reason ofveaste or other materials discharged or
deposited therein by any public or private sewestberwise so as directly or indirectly to
come in contact with any waters. This includes,ibutot limited to, erosion and
sedimentation resulting from any filling, land alieg or excavation activity.

“Preservation Restriction” means a limitation, whether or not stated in thenfof a
restriction, easement, covenant or condition, ydaed, will or other instrument
executed by or on behalf of the owner of land ldiig, but not limited to, the state or
any political subdivision of the state, or in amger of taking of such land whose
purpose is to preserve historically significantistures or sites.

“Prudent” means economically and otherwise reasonablayhit bf the social benefits to be
derived from the proposed regulated activity predi¢ost may be considered in deciding
what is prudent and further provided a mere showingxpense will not necessarily mean
an alternative is imprudent.

“Regulated activity” means any operation within or use of a wetlandatercourse

involving removal or deposition of material, or aslystruction, construction, alteration or
pollution, of such wetlands or watercourses, batlstot include the specified activities in
section 4 of these regulations. Furthermore, d&gring, grubbing filling, grading, paving,
excavating, constructing, depositing or removingnaterial and discharging of storm water
on land within one-hundred (100) feet measuredzbatally from the boundary of any
wetland or one-hundred twenty-five (125) feet of aontinuous watercourse is a regulated
activity. The Agency may rule that any other atfilocated within such upland review area
or in any non-wetland or non-watercourse are&@hlito impact or affect wetlands or
watercourses and is a regulated activity.

“Remove” includes, but shall not be limited to drain, exatay mine, dig, dredge, suck,
bulldoze, dragline or blast.

“Rendering unclean or impure” means any alteration of the physical, chemicliological
properties of any waters of the state, includind,rot limited to, change in odor, color,
turbidity or taste.

“Significant impact” means any activity, including, but not limited tioe following
activities which may have a major effect:

* Any activity involving deposition or removal of neaital which will or may have a
substantial effect on the wetland or watercoursenowvetlands or watercourses outside
the area for which the activity is proposed.

* Any activity which substantially changes the natetannel or may inhibit the
natural dynamics of a watercourse system.

» Any activity which substantially diminishes the matl capacity of an inland wetland
or watercourse to: support aquatic, plant or aninfialdnd habitats; prevent flooding;
supply water; assimilate waste; facilitate draingevide recreation or open space; or
perform other functions.
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» Any activity which is likely to cause or has thegmntial to cause substantial
turbidity, siltation or sedimentation in a wetlamdwatercourse.

* Any activity which causes substantial diminutiorflofv of a natural watercourse or
groundwater levels of the wetland or watercourse.

» Any activity which is likely to cause or has thegutial to cause pollution of a
wetland or watercourse.

* Any activity which damages or destroys unique wetlar watercourse areas or such
areas having demonstrable scientific or educaticalale.

“Soil scientist” means an individual duly qualified in accordand#hwtandards set by the
federal Office of Personnel Management.

“Swamps” are watercourses that are distinguished by themiomee of wetland trees and
shrubs.

“Submerged Lands” means those lands which are inundated by watars@asonal or more
frequent basis.

“Town” means the Town of Woodstock.

“Upland Review Ared means non-wetland or non-watercourse areas vaethaties are
likely to impact or affect wetlands or continuouatercourses

“Waste” means sewage or any substance, liquid, gasedigs,saadioactive, which may
pollute or tend to pollute any of the wetlands aradercourses of the Town.

“Watercourses” means rivers, streams, brooks, waterways, lakeslg marshes, swamps,
bogs, and all other bodies of water, natural dfiGel, vernal or intermittent, public or
private, which are contained within, flow throughbmrder upon the Town or any portion
thereof not regulated pursuant to sections 22d&2figh 22a-35, inclusive, of the
Connecticut General Statutes. Intermittent watenses shall be delineated by a defined
permanent channel and bank and the occurrenceoabtvnore of the following
characteristics: (a) evidence of scour or depagitecent alluvium or detritus, (b) the
presence of standing or flowing water for a duratanger than a particular storm incident,
and (c) the presence of hydrophytic vegetation.

“Wetlands” means land, including submerged land as defingaisrsection, not regulated
pursuant to sections 22a-28 through 22a-35, ingsif the Connecticut General Statutes,
which consists of any of the soil types designaie@oorly drained, very poorly drained,
alluvial and floodplain by the National Cooperatiseils Survey, as it may be amended from
time to time, of the Natural Resources Conservalervice of the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA). Such areas may include fillggaded, or excavated sites which possess
an aquic (saturated) soil moisture regime as definyethe USDA Cooperative Soil Survey.

Inventory of Inland Wetlands
and Watercourses

The map of wetlands and watercourses entilthéaind Wetlands and Watercourses Map,
Woodstock, Connecticut” delineates the generaltiosand boundaries of inland wetlands and
the general location of watercourses. Copies sfitiap are available for inspection at the office
of the Town Clerk or the Agency. In all cases,phecise location of wetlands and watercourses
shall be determined by the actual character ofathe, the distribution of wetland soil types and
location of watercourses. The Agency may use apghiatography, remote sensing imagery,
resource mapping, soils maps, site inspection ghsens, or other information in determining
the location of the boundaries of wetlands and wateses.

Any person may petition the Agency for an admeent to the map. All petitions for a map
change shall be submitted in writing and shalludel all relevant facts and circumstances which
support the change. The petitioner shall bear tinddm of proofregarding the proposed map
amendment. Such proof may include, but not be dichib aerial photography, remote sensing
imagery, resource mapping or other available infdiom. The Agency may require such person
to provide an accurate delineation of regulatedsine accordance with section 15 of these
regulations.

The Agency shall maintain a current inventoryegjulated areas within the town. The Agency
may amend its map as more accurate informationrbes@vailable.

All map amendments are subject to the puldaring process outlined in section 15 of these
regulations.

Upland review areas are established for allands and watercourses within the Town of
Woodstock. These review areas shall extend a distahone-hundred (100) feet on either side of
each wetland or intermittent watercourse and sfeiheasured from the ordinary high water
mark and shall extend one-hundred twenty-five (188) from the ordinary high water mark of
each continuous watercourse.
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Section 4

Permitted Uses as of Right &
Non-Regulated Uses

4.1 The following operations and uses shall be gexchin inland wetlands and watercourses, as of
right:

a. grazing, farming, nurseries, gardening anddsing of crops and farm ponds of
three acres or less essential to the farming dparatnd activities conducted by, or
under the authority of, the Department of EnvirontaéProtection for the purposes
of wetland or watercourse restoration or enhancéomremosquito control. The
provisions of this subdivision shall not be constftio include road construction or
the erection of buildings not directly relatedte farming operation, relocation of
watercourses with continual flow, filling or reclatron of wetlands or watercourses
with continual flow, clear cutting of timber excdpt the expansion of agricultural
crop land, the mining of top soil, peat, sandygtar similar material from wetlands
or watercourses for the purposes of sale;

b. aresidential home (i) for which a buildingmé has been issued or (ii) on a
subdivision lot, provided the permit has been idsurethe subdivision has been
approved by a municipal planning, zoning or plagrand zoning commission as of
the effective date of promulgation of the munitigaulations pursuant to subsection
(b) of section 22a-42a, or as of July 1, 1974, Wisiger is earlier, and further provided
no residential home shall be permitted as of nlvsuant to this subdivision unless
the permit was obtained on or before July 1, 18®&at anchorage or mooring;

c. uses incidental to the enjoyment and maimemaf residential property, such
property defined as equal to or smaller than dingelst minimum residential lot site
permitted anywhere in the municipality providedttin any town where there are no
zoning regulations establishing minimum residémsigsites, the largest minimum lot
site shall be two acres. Such incidental uses Bi@llde maintenance of existing
structures and landscaping, but shall not inchedeoval or deposition of significant
amounts of material from or onto a wetland or wadarse, or diversion or alteration
of a watercourse;

d. construction and operation, by water comgmai defined by section 16-1 of the
Connecticut General Statutes or by municipal wsiply systems as provided for in
chapter 102 of the Connecticut General Statutedawifs, reservoirs and other
facilities necessary to the impounding, storagewithdrawal of water in connection
with public water supplies except as provideddati®ns 22a-401and 22a-403 of the
Connecticut General Statutes and;

e. maintenance relating to any drainage pipewexisted before the effective date of
any municipal regulations adopted pursuant ta@e@2a-42a of the Connecticut
General Statutes or July 1, 1974, whichever ikegaprovided such pipe is on
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property which is zoned as residential but whicesdoot contain hydrophytic
vegetation. For purposes of this subdivision, “rtemance” means the removal of
accumulated leaves, soil, and other debris whétyh&and or machine, while the
pipe remains in place.

The following operations and uses shall be gexd) as non-regulated uses in wetlands and
watercourses, provided they do not disturb therahtind indigenous character of the wetland or
watercourse by removal or deposition of materiéération or obstruction of water flow or
pollution of the wetland or watercourse:

a. conservation of soil, vegetation, water, fetellfish and wildlife; and

b. outdoor recreation including play and sportingas, golf courses, field trials, nature
study, hiking, horseback riding, swimming, sHliming, camping, boating, water skiing,
trapping, hunting, fishing and shell-fishing whetherwise legally permitted
and regulated.

All activities in wetlands or watercoursesahwng filling, excavating, dredging, clear cutting
clearing, or grading or any other alteration or osa wetland or watercourse not specifically
permitted by this section and otherwise defined segulated activity by these regulations shall
require a permit from the Agency in accordance wébtion 6 of these regulations, or for certain
regulated activities located outside of wetlands watercourses from the duly authorized agent
in accordance with section 12 of these regulations.

To carry out the purposes of this section,@rgon proposing a permitted operation and use or
non-regulated operation and use shall, prior tomentement of such operation and use, notify
the Agency on a form provided by it, and provide Agency with sufficient information to

enable it to properly determine that the propogeetation and use is a permitted or non-
regulated use of a wetland or watercourse. Thenégshall rule that the proposed operation and
use or portion of it is a permitted or non-reguliadg@eration and use or that the proposed
operation and use is a regulated activity and mjpés required.

The Commissioner of Environmental Protectioallshave exclusive jurisdiction over activities
authorized under a dam repair or removal ordeerssy the Commissioner of Environmental
Protection under section 22a-402 of the Connec@Garteral Statutes or a permit issued by the
Commissioner of Environmental Protection underisast22a-403 of the Connecticut General
Statutes. Any person receiving such dam repaemoval order or permit shall not be required
to obtain a permit from a municipal wetlands agefocyany action necessary to comply with said
dam order or to carry out the activities authatibg said permit.

The Inland Wetlands Agency may charge antiaddi fee sufficient to cover the cost of
reviewing and acting on complex applications. Si@ghmay include, but not be limited to, the
cost of retaining experts to analyze, review, apbrt on issues requiring such experts. The
Agency or the duly authorized agent shall estirntfagecomplex application fee which shall be
paid pursuant to section 19.1 of these regulatigtitsn 10 days of the applicant’s receipt or
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notice of such estimate. Any portion of the comppplication fee in excess of the actual cost
shall be refunded to the applicant no later thad&g after publication of the agency’s decision.

Boards, commissions, councils, and departnwdritee Town of Woodstock are exempt from all
fee requirements.

The applicant may petition the Agency to wareduce or allow delayed payment of the fee.
Such petitions shall be in writing and shall sfatly the facts and circumstances the Agency
should consider in its determination under thisseghion. The Agency may waive all or part of
the application fee if the Agency determines that:

a. The activity applied for would clearly resinlta substantial public benefit to the
environment or to the public health and tyad®d the applicant wouldeasonably
be deterred from initiating the activity elgl or primarily as a result of the amount
of the application fee, or

b. The amount of the application fee is cleargessive in relation to the cost to the
Town for reviewing and processing the application.

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Appendix A

Connecticut General Statute section 1-1(q)

Except as otherwise specifically defined, the wdedgiculture” and “farming” shallinclude cultivation
of the soil, dairying, forestry, raising or haniegtany agricultural or horticultural commodityclnding
the raising, shearing, feeding, caring for, trajnémd management of livestock, including horsess pe
poultry, fur-bearing animals and wildlife, and tfagsing or harvesting of oysters, clams, musséfgro
molluscan shellfish or fish; the operation, managetnconservation, improvement or maintenance of a
farm and its buildings, tools and equipment, ovaging timber or cleared land of brush or othenideb
left by storm, as an incident to such farming opiens; the production or harvesting of maple syoup
maple sugar, or any agricultural commodity, inchgdiumber, as an incident to ordinary farming
operations or the harvesting of mushrooms, thenivagoof poultry, or the construction, operation or
maintenance of ditches, canals, reservoirs or watgs used exclusively for farming purposes; hamgllin
planting, drying, packing, packaging, processingezing, grading, storing or delivering to storagéo
market, or to a carrier for transportation to marke for direct sale any agricultural or horticukl
commodity as an incident to ordinary farming opiers, or, in the case of fruits and vegetablegras
incident to the preparation of such fruits or vedés for market or for direct sale.

The term “farm” includes farm buildings, and acaegduildings thereto, nurseries, orchards, ranges,
greenhouses, hoophouses and other temporary sgsictuother structures used primarily for theimgis
and, as an incident to ordinary farming operatitims sale of agricultural or horticultural commasst

The term “aquaculture” means the farming of theansabf the state and tidal wetlands and the praatuct
of protein food, including fish, oysters, clams,ssels and other mulluscan shellfish, on leased,
franchised and public underwater farm lands. Naftierein shall restrict the power of a local zgnin
authority under chapter 124.
